PRCS MONSOON RESPONSE 2011
15th Nov 2011

SITUATION

The unusual heavy rains in months of August and September have caused floods in 23 districts of Sindh province. The floods have resulted in 462 deaths and 756 injuries, damaged 1.5 million houses and affected 6.6 million acres of land. Over 8.9 million people are affected by floods as reported by NDMA.  

288,031 people still remain in more than 900 camps out of which almost 62,141 people are being hosted by families. According to the local authorities the number of relief camps has reduced as some 113,701 affected people left camps located in Benazirabad, Hyderabad and Dadu districts.
PRCS RESPONSE

PRCS immediately responded and deployed relief teams from 14th August 2011 initially in District Badin. However, as more rains came, PRCS deployed additional teams for relief operations. PRCS NHQ decided to support 10,000 families and released non food items from own stocks. More non-food items have been released from ex stock and same are under transportation to Sindh. Details of released items are attached as Annex B. 
Based on increased needs of the affected community and new commitments from the Movement Partners, PRCS has increased the caseload from 10,000 families to 66,500 families (465,500 people). 
PRCS is providing the following services to the affected people:
I. Relief
a. Food
b. Non food items

II. Health and care services

III. Water and Sanitation

There are 36 PRCS teams on ground active in assessment, distribution, health and care provision and WatSan services. 6 x National Disaster Response Trained teams and 3 x health teams ex NHQ are also working in Sindh. These teams are supported by 200 PRCS trained volunteers.

So far relief items worth PKR 316.6 million have been distributed and total PRCS beneficiaries are 0.31 million
PRCS RELIEF DISTRIBUTION
PRCS stocks were mobilized from NHQ and Sindh province to provide assistance to the affected families. Food procurement was started locally so that it could be provided quickly to the monsoon affected people.

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HEALTH AND CARE 


PRCS Health Department has deployed 11 Mobile Health Units and 2 x BHU are currently active. So far they have treated 56,823 patients in 10 districts.  The major diseases being treated are skin disorders, acute respiratory tract infection, diarrhea and acute gastroenteritis. Dengue and malaria have been noted to be on the rise, though have not reached outbreak or epidemic levels.

iii. Benazirabad (2 x units)
iv. Khairpur

v. Sanghar (2 x units)

b. Water purification tablets (aqua tabs)

c. Hygiene promotion sessions

Keeping in mind the dire needs of the monsoon affected people of Sindh, PRCS is in the process of deploying 7 more water and sanitation units in the following locations:

i. 2 x Badin (Tando Bhago)
ii. 3 x Benazirabad (Nawabshah City)

iii. 2 x Sanghar (Shahdadpur)

Out of the 7 new WATSAN units, 5 x units are in process of deployment (3: Badin 2: Sanghar) and 2 x units in Benazirabad are in the process of being installed on the site.
